Its long-lifespan 

components include a patented “meander” tanki designed for superior solids removal, a passively self-

cleaning effluent filter, and the ClickTightTM wiring connection system. ClickTight replaces field splicing 

with a molded connector system that protects against the effects of moisture and corrosion and allows for 

the quick connection of a pump and up to four floats to a control panel. The Orenco Water booth will 

feature a complete ClickTight display with control panel and floats.    

Orenco Water will also display its AdvanTex® AX-MaxTM Wastewater Treatment System, a recirculating 

packed-bed filter with a highly efficient, engineered textile media. The AX-Max is pre-plumbed and easy to 

install, either individually or in multi-tank arrays. When combined with Prelos, AdvanTex provides an ideal 

solution for decentralized wastewater treatment, septic-to-sewer, and small or planned communities.  
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Orenco Composites (orencocomposites.com) will showcase its pre-packaged DuraFiberTM building, a 

structure that’s virtually maintenance-free, ultra-strong, and lightweight. DuraFiber buildings are made of 

fiberglass using a closed-molding, single-piece construction process that’s designed to ensure a leakproof, 

seamless structure. With no wood or exposed steel, they won’t rot or rust. DuraFiber buildings are available 

with a variety of special options – including windows, heating, cooling, lighting, and ventilation systems – 

making them a hassle-free project solution that allows engineers to focus their attention on more 

challenging design issues.
